San Ramon Bird, Mammals, Reptiles and Amphibians List

Birding groups recorded first official sightings at Finca Esperanza Verde of Yellow-Breasted Caracara in 2003 and Streaked Xenops in 2004.

The Yellow-Headed Caracara was identified by a group of bird watchers in the spring of 2003 during one of our ecotours. It was seeing at the pond on the way to the Wabuli River. This sighting was an exciting surprise, considering that this bird is only common in South America and as far north as Panama.

The List: An asterisk * indicates a neo-tropical migrant species. In addition, species are list at the point it was first observed. Birds are listed into groupings which make some sense for birders: species likely to be seen during a short stay; those that will require more work, or travel.
